Summary of Third Party Report Posting as of 3/3/05

Hi Peter,

This email is a follow up on a commitment that I made during the last Website Committee conference call to report back on how we were doing at getting third party reports posted on the CALMAC Website searchable database. The answer is that we are doing so-so. The details are included in the attached workbook and are summarize below.

First I would like to thank Sylvia Bender and Lindsey Noel for providing the CEC data on third party projects that they are tracking. The attached spreadsheet has four worksheets, the first two are the tracking summaries as provided by the CEC with a column added to the right on each sheet that indicates whether I was able to find the report in the CALMAC database. The third worksheet, titled “CALMAC Missing Rpts” is the combined results of the first two worksheets sorted by whether the reports are in the CALMAC searchable database. This worksheet shows that the CEC has been tracking 57 different programs/reports and that 22 of these records have reports in the CALMAC searchable database while 35 do not have reports on the searchable database. To be fair, some of the records that are not in the CALMAC database contain indications that either they are not expected to result in a report or the reports are not yet completed. You can probably judge this better than I can.  Eighteen of the 35 with no report on the CALMAC Website show final report dates, which should indicate that a report is available.

As a double check, I pulled a report from the CALMAC searchable database that contained a list of all third party reports in the database. This resulted in 25 records, three more than on the CEC list. I cross checked the two worksheets and identified the three reports that appear in the CALMAC searchable database that do not appear on the CEC list. These are highlighted on the fourth spreadsheet for you and the CEC to figure out if they are important or why they slipped through the tracking system.

In summary, we probably have slightly over half of the available reports (22/(22+18) = 55%). The top 37 rows of the Missing CALMAC Rpts spreadsheet supplies you a list of the parties who haven’t submitted reports, so you can prompt them. They are even sorted with the 18 showing report dates at the top. These are probably the ones that you want to pursue.

Hope this rather complicated response to a simple question fills your need.
