Executive Summary

The CALMAC Website Committee held a scheduled conference call to address the attached agenda. The primary discussion on the call was the criteria for posting a report to the CALMAC Searchable Database. The issue of whether to post Publicly Owned Utilities (POU) EM&V reports to the Searchable database was also discussed, but actions in several other arenas meant that a recommendation could not be made. The next call will be held on Wednesday, June 10, 2009 at 9:30 AM PST.

· Criteria for posting reports to the Searchable Database; discussion – The criteria for reports being posted in the past were that it had met the Protocols, and were final. We were expected to post final reports of studies approved by entity that commissioned the study. Entity that commissioned the study was responsible for posting to CALMAC. Historically it was only PGC funded reports, but this has changed because we now post DR procurement studies. Only California based programs and historically not the POUs. In the 2002-03 period we posted all of the third party studies, but this was done on the logic that the third parties had contracted through the utilities for the programs, and then the third parties had independently contracted for the EM&V studies. It was noted that often the third parties often under budgeted for EM&V, which resulted in marginal studies. 
Suggestion: Maybe, based on what we have done in the past we can come up with a future looking criteria for posting report, based on who is the sponsoring party. For 2006-8, the criteria have been that if it is impact, then the CPUC has to approve it, otherwise it was up the entity that commissioned the study. The following draft approval criteria evolved from the discussion: 
Draft approval criteria: If it is an evaluation study of a DSM program conducted by a member of CALMAC, is approved as final by the commissioning entity, and is funded by public funds, then it should be posted to the CALMAC Searchable Database.

Given the above recommendation, POUs would have to be CALMAC members to post reports on CALMAC.org. Irene has talked with the POUs, and she doesn’t foresee them coming on board with CALMAC any time soon. They rely on NCPA and SCPA for these kinds of thing. Possibly NCPA and SCPA could join and represent the smaller POUs. This issue seems to have gone as far as it can at this time with the Website Committee. It will be dropped for now.
