2. 5 RFPs, 14 Separate Contractors (or Contractor Teams), i.e. 14 Separate Contracts 

a) Projects 1-10 will be solicited via a single RFP.  

b) 11-14 will be separate RFPs.

c) 1-14 will all be separate contracts.

d) RFPs for projects 1-10, 12, and 14 will likely be released at the same time with proposals due at the same approximate time, projects 11 and 13 may be later.
3. What to expect from project 1-10 proposals 
a) One section will be bidder qualifications and related details for all projects (firms and individuals).
b) One section will be “technical proposal”.
c) Bidders may bid on any number of the projects. 

d) Bidders need only submit their qualifications once.
e) Technical proposal will be high level, not detailed.
f) Technical proposals will not be “task based”.
g) Specific tasks and project milestones will be documented in the evaluation plan, to be prepared after the contractors are selected.
